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Amos 8 Complete Jewish Bible (CJB) 

1 Here is what Adonai Elohim showed me: 

there in front of me was a basket of 

summer fruit. 2 He asked, “‘Amos, what 

do you see?” I answered, “A basket of 

summer fruit.” Then Adonai said to me, 

“The end has come for my people, 

I will never again overlook their offenses. 

3 When that time comes, the songs in the 

temple will be wailings,” says Adonai 

Elohim. “There will be many dead bodies; 

everywhere silence will reign.” 

4 Listen, you who swallow the needy and 

destroy the poor of the land! 

5 You say, “When will Rosh-Hodesh be 

over, so we can market our grain? 

and Shabbat, so we can sell wheat?” 

You measure the grain in a small eifah, 

but the silver in heavy shekels, 

fixing the scales, so that you can cheat, 

6 buying the needy for money and the 

poor for a pair of shoes, and sweeping up 

the refuse of the wheat to sell!” 

7 Adonai swears by Ya‘akov’s pride, 

“I will forget none of their deeds, ever. 

8 Won’t the land tremble for this, and 

everyone mourn, who lives in the land? It 

will all rise, just like the Nile, be in turmoil 

and subside, like the Nile in Egypt. 

9 “When that time comes,” says Adonai 

Elohim, “I will make the sun go down at 

noon and darken the earth in broad 

daylight. 

10 I will turn your festivals into mourning 

and all your songs into wailing; I will make 

you all put sackcloth around your waists 

and shave your heads bald in grief. I will 

make it like mourning for an only son and 

its end like a bitter day. 

11 “The time is coming,” says Adonai 

Elohim, “when I will send famine over the 

land, not a famine of bread or a thirst for 

water, but of hearing the words of Adonai. 

12 People will stagger from sea to sea 

and from north to east, running back and 

forth, seeking the word of Adonai; but they 

will not find it. 

13 When that time comes, young women 

and men will faint from thirst. 
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Verses 1 and 2: Just as the LORD GOD 

YAHWEH ALMIGHTY ADONAI ELOHIM 

had shown Amos previously what to say 

and where to go, YAHWEH also did this 

again by asking him these questions. The 

summer fruit represented that it was 

GOD’S ripened time for the judgment of 

the evilness and wickedness of the people.  

Verse 3: GOD tells Amos when His heavy 

judgmental hand comes down upon the 

evildoers, people songs of joy will turn into 

songs of wailings because of the myriad 

dead bodies all around. Silence will be the 

only thing everyone will hear.  

Verse 4: Then the LORD GOD YAHWEH 

ALMIGHTY ADONAI ELOHIM begins to 

command the evildoers to listen to Him 

and tell them why He is going to cause 

and allow their coming destruction. The 

evildoers have swallowed the needy and 

destroyed the poor of the land.  Meaning 

the evildoers has no regard, no respect, or 

no reservations treating the needy and 

poor with contempt in their community.  

Verse 5: The greedy marketers were in 

such a hurry to make money that they 

disregard the New Moon Rosh-Hodesh and 

not remembering to keep Shabbat 

(Sabbath) holy. Their dishonesty went 

further by cheating the needy and poor 

when they bought grain by fixing the 

scales so they would pay more and receive 

less.  

Verse 6: These greedy evildoers even sold 

the trash wheat fit for the garbage as 

wheat to the poor and needy just to gain 

more money. The needy and poor where so 

deficient in food and other necessities the 

marketers, as the LORD GOD called them 

“you who swallow the needy and destroy 

the poor of the land!” They would 

purchase the needy for money, and buy 

the poor for a pair of shoes, that is the 

condition of some poor and needy people.  

Verse 7: ADONAI ELOHIM, LORD 

ALMIGHTY, YAHWEH knows the large 

amount of pride Ya‘akov (Jacob) possess, 

and the LORD swears by Jacob’s pride. 

Because the LORD knows the pride of  
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Jacob exists with fervor, the LORD said, “I 

will forget none of their deeds, ever.” 

Verse 8: Because of Ya‘akov’s pride and 

arrogance the LORD will cause the land to 

tremble and everyone to mourn.  The 

exhibition of mourning will come due to 

the large number loss of lives due to the 

earth trembling, which is an earthquake. 

The LORD goes on to say the earth will 

tremble so that it would rise, be in 

turmoil, and subside like the Nile in 

Egypt.  From the documentary footage I 

have seen of earthquakes, the ground does 

rise and fall, with turmoil, and subsides. 

Verse 9: ADONAI ELOHIM, LORD 

ALMIGHTY, YAHWEH goes on to tell Amos 

that He, the LORD, will make the sun go 

down at noon.  This could be either an 

asteroid or comet hitting the earth or the 

LORD GOD YAHWEH ALMIGHTY Himself 

blocking out the light of the sun causing 

the darkness the earth in the broad 

daylight when the sun is at its peak of the 

day. 

Verse 10: All the festivals the human 

beings claim to worship and are so 

important to prepare for through 

shopping, eating, singing, advertising, and 

marketing will turn into grief and songs of 

weeping. The evildoers lusting and greedy 

for more money manipulate the needy and 

poor, which those did not have enough 

money to purchase their essentials.  The 

LORD will cause and allow extreme 

bawling resulting from many greedy-

lusting-money-hungry-Sabbath-violators-

disrespecting-celebrating-the-New-Moon 

dead people lying around in the street. 

ADONAI ELOHIM said He would make this 

severe bitter day as a person mourning for 

his or her only child.  

Verse 11: Because of the disobedient, 

money-hungry, lusting, greedy, 

exploitation-of-the-needy-and-poor, 

disrespecting-commandments-of-God 

people, YAHWEH, LORD GOD ALMIGHTY 

is going to cause a famine, not of bread 

and water, but a famine of hearing GOD’S  
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word. This is happening today in our 

county, and our world.  

Verse 12: Because of the LORD’S 

judgmental hand upon the greedy 

lawlessness ones practicing wickedness 

against the needy and poor, they are going 

to seek to hear the words of GOD, they will 

“stagger from sea to sea and from north to 

east, running back and forth, seeking the 

word of Adonai; but they will not find it.” 

Did you ever think with all the Holy Bibles 

and technology we have in the world 

today, the word of GOD would never be 

spoken or heard?  It will be too late to seek 

GOD in this time because the LORD had 

sent many warnings to His people through 

prophets and they refused to listen and 

heed GOD’s words. Again today, the LORD 

GOD YAHWEH ALMIGHTY is sending His 

servants of all levels to all around the 

world to warn people of His coming 

judgmental hand upon a Days of Noah 

generation. 

Verse 13: Due to the lack of Spiritual 

Water of the LORD GOD YAHWEH 

ALMIGHTY words for ones to “drink” for 

his or her Spiritual sustenance, this 

person will faint from thirst.  Spiritual 

“dryness” causing a Spiritual “famine” of 

GOD’S word spoken and heard will result 

in the person lacking to seek, obey, and 

serve the Everliving, Eternal, Everlasting 

Most High One, Creator of the universe, 

and True GOD. A spiritual 

unconsciousness will overcome ones who 

fail to listen, heed, and do the word of 

GOD.
