Lamentations chapters 1 and 2

I am only an instrument, clay vessel, servant of the LORD GOD ALMIGHTY, and I desire
to do, say, and live His will in my life; I pray that every word, thought, and deed will be
divinely directed by His Holy and Mighty and Powerful Right Hand, in Jesus’ / Yeshua’s
name, through the Holy Spirit, Amen.
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On December 01, 2011, the LORD GOD ALMIGHTY upon waking me and while I was 1

laying in my bed the LORD GOD ALMIGHTY by His Holy Spirit told me to study and
meditate on the book of Lamentations.
